**** Announcements****   
 
Do not delete or throw away this newsletter.  The next newsletter will be in late May or early June.  Your editor will be 
out of the country from April 22 until May 14.  As much information as we currently know covering April, May and June 
is in this newsletter.

The next AFF general meeting is April 19th.  Sunset is now much later, bring that rod for some early season practice at 
6:00.  Fly tying class is also tentatively set for 6:00.   The Business meeting and Program are at 7:00.  The speaker in 
April is guide Mark Pinto.  Mark is one of the premier guides in our area with 20 years experience guiding in Northern 
California.  He will be discussing fishing our local central valley rivers and streams, the Mokelumne, Stanislaus, 
Calaveras, Putah Creek and perhaps some discussion of the Delta as well.     
 
At the meeting on May 17th the program will be presented by Bill Carnazzo.  A fly fisherman for nearly 50 years and a 
professional guide for the last eight, Bill will be discussing fishing pocket water using “short line” techniques originated 
by Ted Fay, the legend of the Upper Sacramento River. The program will focus on the Upper Sacramento, but the 
techniques Bill teaches apply anywhere pocket water is present. He will also have with him examples of the equipment 
that works best with this fishing technique.  It is also quite probable that Bill will also conduct a fly tying demonstration 
during the 6:00 fly tying class.

The following information was provided by Bill Carnasso  
 
Bill Carnasso has been fly fishing for nearly 50 years. Retired 
from his “day job” several years ago, Bill guides on the 
Upper Sacramento, McCloud, Rubicon, and North Yuba 
rivers. His guiding career began approximately 8 years ago 
when he bought his first home in Dunsmuir. Bill is also a 
master fly tier who ties at many fly fishing shows. He has 
created many original fly designs that are known as “fish 
catchers.” Bill also works part time at Kiene’s Fly Shop, and 
teaches fly fishing and fly tying at Sierra Community 
College. Bill has authored a number of articles for California 
Fly Fisher magazine on a variety of topics. He was a 
founding member of Granite Bay Flycasters and has been 
club president twice. Bill teaches fly tying classes for GBF, 
as well as clinics on nymphing and pocket water fishing. He 
presents programs at Northern California fly fishing clubs, concentrating on pocket water nymphing technique. 
 
Bruce Rollans has great news on our second year of  “Fish in the Classroom”: 
 
“AFF had another successful Fish in the Classroom program this year, culminating in the release of 49 salmon fry into the 
Mokelumne River. Over one hundred students were involved in the Environmental Science/Biology  classroom projects 
generated by this program at Argonaut High School  Five students assisted with the release which was somewhat 
surprising given the release date was the half day schedule just before Spring break.  The teacher, Dave Gonzales, is 
looking forward to doing the program again next year.  The Student Teacher, Kelsey Williams, is preparing a news release 
for the local newspaper.”  
 
Speaking of Bruce:  Most of you are aware that Bruce decided at the end of 2004 not to “re-up” as Treasurer after three 
consecutive years in that position.  Even though Bruce gave us plenty of warning, it has been a shock to the structure of 
AFF and has been a challenge to cover the multitude of responsibilities that found their way under his wing during those 
three years.  By the end of his tenure Bruce was handling AFF correspondence, all financial interactions, maintaining 
membership rolls, and as a Board member obtaining a significant number of the speakers for AFF meetings.  This last fact 
was a saving answer to continuously voiced concerns by Board members regarding program ideas and the availability of 
speakers.  Bruce “pulled a big oar” as Treasurer and relieved much of the functional responsibilities from the shoulders of 
the Board and general membership; a situation we were more than happy to accept.  As newsletter editor I will be always 
grateful for those detailed monthly financial reports, the emails with the “Info” on up-coming speakers and on outings that 
He and Sallye were leading.  There were also the suggestions, questions and general information exchanges that were so 
valuable.  Bruce did a great job as Treasurer and I know I membership of AFF in recognizing his contribution to our club, 
and in expressing our whole hearted thanks for his efforts on our behalf.  Thankfully, as you can see from this newsletter, 
Bruce and Sallye are still very much a part of the AFF family,.  There is still “fish in the Classroom, outings to be lead, 
river clean-ups, and groups like UMRWC for AFF to become be involved with.  Thanks again for a job well done and for 
your on-going efforts as an integral part of AFF. 
     
Most of you probably saw Randy Baxter’s email  regarding the special draw for Yuba City River Fishing Access.  For 
those who didn’t, or need reminding, here are the particulars.   
 
The California Department of Fish and Game…..is scheduled to provide anglers with fishing access on the lower 
Yuba River.    A maximum of 15 anglers per day will have access to water in Browns Valley approximately 1.5 
miles upstream of the Highway 20 bridge.  Access allows anglers to fish both banks of the river, between the upstream 
and downstream UCSFREC boundaries. Anglers are free to launch car top boats, canoes, kayaks, rafts and float tubes. 
However, boats requiring the use of a trailer are not allowed.  
 
Fishing dates and times are:  April 16, 1 p.m. * 8 p.m.; April 17, 7 a.m. * 1 p.m.; May 14, 1 p.m. * 8:30 p.m.; May 15, 7 
a.m. * 1 p.m.; June 11, 1 p.m. * 8:30 p.m.; June 12, 7 a.m.* 1 p.m.; July 9, 7 a.m. * 1 p.m.; Aug. 20, 7 a.m. * 1 p.m. 



 
To apply, send a standard postcard with: name, name of one other applicant (if you choose), address and phone number, 
and date you wish to fish. One entry card per date, per person.  Send to California Department of Fish and Game, Lower 
Yuba River Fishing Access, 1701 Nimbus Road, Ste. A, Rancho Cordova, CA 95670. If picked you will be notified at 
least seven days in advance. For more information call (916) 358-2926.

Fishing Reports and Outings 
 
Outing Reports:   
 
Comanche February 26:  The initial outing of the year attracted the boat owners of AFF.  Based on reports from the six 
attendees, there were varying results.  Dennis Larson, Rich Owings and Bill Heger met at Comanche village. Dustin and 
Cindy Rocksvold did their own thing, as did Glenn Stiltz, fishing with his granddaughter.  Dennis Larson reported he 
“trolled between the right side of the dam, Bill's Point (DeWalt) and Hat Island, which is NE of the dam. There I hooked 
up and released five nice trout between 10:45 and lunch.  Used the Jay Fair System of trolling large flies, mine an olive 
green size 6 hook.” 
 
Dustin, reported that the only fish of the day (a bass) was caught by Cindy.  Dustin added that he and a friend caught five 
bass the day before, using spinning gear. 
 
Rich reported that he and Bill Heger “had a nine fish day, a mixture of spotted bass and largemouth bass. We saw Trout 
working in the late afternoon on the surface but did not throw any flies at them. Three bass where fly caught by myself 
and the other six were on ripbaits and crawdad jigs in 10 to 15 ft of water.” 
 
Glenn reported he took his granddaughter out trolling for her ninth birthday.  “She caught a two pound female bass near 
North Shore cove.  I pointed out to her the spawning belly of her black bass and explained how many babies would come 
from her. She decided to release it.  We trolled quite a while watching ducks and geese and grebes. Finally about 1 pm she 
hooked two rainbows, landed both, both were about two pounds and 16 inches.  She hooked into a large rainbow, fought it 
for quite awhile.  The fish took off on a violent run and she tried to stop it and it tore loose. This fish was definitely in the 
numerous pound range. Give her another three years and I will have her casting 75 ft.”       
 
Greenstone March 19:  The second outing of the year didn’t have good weather but the fishing was the best in recent 
memory for this annual outing.  Frank Cunah, Frank’s friend Rick from Salinas, Frank Verardi, Rich, Don Mittelstaedt, 
Dennis, Ken Brown, and your editor all had a fun day catching a variety of sizes of bass and pan fish on a variety of lures.  
Everything worked.  Poppers, both hard and hair, buggers, leeches, and, as Rich mentions in the President’s report, the 
foam bug that he was tying at the March meeting was hot as well.  The weather was pretty wild with periods of heavy rain 
and strong winds but the fish certainly seem to mind.  AFF Webmaster Dustin Rocksvold came by to see how the fishing 
was, and dove right into the spirit of the rainy muddy day by burying his truck 
axel deep in the red clay surrounding the pond.  This is the earliest the Outing has 
taken place and it was a good move.  The weeds were not a problem, and the fish 
were hungry.  Please remember that we owe the winery a work-day later this 
spring.  May 14 is the tentative date.  Check the AFF website for the latest word. 
 
Fishing Reports: 
 
How about this fishing report that has been making the rounds on the internet.  
Ron Calvert called it to AFF attention.  This brown was 35.5 inches and 31 lbs 11 
oz.  It was caught in Clark Canyon reservoir near Ennis, Montana on February 1, 
2005.  It is believed to be a new Montana record for browns and possibly a world 
record for 4 # test.

Way back in February Glen Stiltz fished the Klamath at R Ranch where he recently acquired a membership.  Glenn has 
suggested R Ranch as a possible AFF outing.  What follows is a condensation of his report. 
 
He fished the Klamath for 2 hrs on Thursday February 17.  He had two hard strikes on a black maribou leach and landed 
one hatchery half pounder on a brindle bug he tied during the fly ting class at the February meeting.  The manager at Iron 
Gate Hatchery informed Glenn that in the previous four weeks they had spawned only four adult steelhead, no one was 
sure why.  The hatchery on the Trinity was having a record run of steelhead, close to 5000 fish at that point. 
 
On Friday Glenn got another hatchery half pounder on the second cast and that was it.  He tried lots of rigs.  A large 
indicator, 4 ft of leader to a weight, then a glow bug with a copper john underneath.  A brindle bug followed and then a 
black leach on a sink tip.  
 
At R Ranch there is about one mile of water perfect for wading.  The hatchery manager said the best time for steelhead is 
normally January-March.  Salmon and steelhead are good in September and October.  Summer is reportedly good on dry 
flies.  Glenn says he plans to get up there as often as possible through the end of the year. AFF members are welcome to 
participate with him.  Up to 12 people are allowed without having to make special arrangements with R Ranch.. 
Reservations are made up to 30 days prior.  Glenn plans to go mid-week if possible, weekends are crowded.  A room in 
the bunkhouse with four bunk beds is $12 a night, per person it is $5. The river is perfect for pontoon boats.  Guides say 
they average 30-50 fish per day.  Locals say a good day is five-six fish. Next to the bunkhouse is a large food kitchen, 10 
refrigerators, seven stoves, microwaves, etc for the members and guests. From the bunkhouse it takes 15 minutes to drive 
to the Klamath property. Summer is busier, but basically we should be almost alone during the week.  If you are 
interested, and your editor can’t imagine anyone one not being, talk to Glenn. 
 
Bill DeWalt  and Dennis floated the Yuba in early March, and Bill provided the following report: 
 
The Yuba fished really well last Friday and Monday on nymphs and dries.  Unfortunately Dennis and I were not out on 
those days.  Our float trip with Keith Kaneko was on Tuesday, the 8th.  We launched at 8:15 or so and I landed a 15" half 
pounder in about 15 minutes.  Dennis caught several small trout and then the north wind came up.  We threw nymphs 
and dries.  We did not have even one rise on the dries.   
 
Guides Andrew Sumner and Lowe were out with their clients and there were two other drift boats as well. I did not see 
any of the other boat's anglers land any fish.  Between 2:45 and 3:30 was the best for activity and a small golden stone did 
the trick.  I landed two and had three unbutton in that time.  In all, Dennis had four hook-ups and landed four small trout, 
as well as three fairly good looking sticks.  I had nine or ten hook-ups and landed two steelhead, two trout, one 18-20 inch 
sucker, and a fine looking, three pronged stick.  (Of the trout caught, the largest was my first fish.)  I hooked up and did 
long distance releases on one nice jumper, a large fish, and got a scale back on another small trout.   
 
In total, we got nine fish to the boat, improved our casting skills, and had a good day with Keith     
 
Bill DeWalt and Dennis also had a recent go at Comanche, but let Bill again take it from here:   
 
“Dennis and I went out on Thursday April 28.  We were at the North Shore gate at 5:35 for a nice, early start.  However, 
the gate did not open until 6.  There were a lot of boats pouring into the parking lot behind us (we were second in line).   
 
We started out with flies at 7 and 17 feet.  I had the deeper line and Dennis had the topliner.  The depth finder showed fish 
at 25 to 35 plus feet on a consistent basis.   We trolled to the dam from the launch area, near the orange buoy across from 
the launch, and upriver. We switched back and forth with different lines and flies until 1:00 p.m. when we got blown off 
the lake.  Dennis and I did not catch any trout under 16 inches.  In fact, he was actually fishing for sturgeon and I was 
after either Bonita or Alaskan silver salmon.  We did not want to bother with the smaller trout.  The scenery was great, 
especially all the bird activity at Big Hat.  We also did not catch any trout over sixteen inches.  Most of the other boats 
fishing top water got nothing. The downrigger guys caught occasional big fish, as did the bait dunkers. We found out later 
(in the paper) that the thermocline level was 17 feet with the lake beginning its turnover.  Comanche activity for fly 
rodders will be top water flies from here on.” 
 
Bruce and Sallye Rollans were also quite active the past few weeks. 
 



Bruce had a very short report on a recent visit to Rancho Seco.  
“Sallye landed two bass.  For all practical purposes, I was the 
guide.”  
 
Bruce has a happier report, complete with pictures, from a recent 
float on the Yuba guided by Keith Kaneko: 
 
“After a 
somewhat 
depressing 
outing on 
Ranch 
Seco 
March 5th, 

Sallye and I needed a pick me up and we found it on the float we 
did with Keith Kaneko on the Yuba River March 11th.  We put in 
the river at Sycamore Ranch Campground at 8:45 a.m.  In ten 
minutes we had our first fish to the boat.  By lunch we had 
released 11 fish, including a couple that took droppers just below 
the surface.  By the end of the day we had released four steelhead, 
most taken on small copper johns, and 14 resident rainbows, most taken on sucker eggs.  We also did long distance 
release on about half that total when the fish came directly at the boat faster than we could strip.” 
 
Future Outings   
 
The next outing at Ken Bush on Saturday April 24th should be a dandy.  If the activity of the fish and the lack of weeds at 
Greenstone pond are any indication, a great day should be had by all.  It is largemouth bass and pan fish fishing with 
poppers wooly buggers and wooly worms. 
 
Ken would like to know who will be fishing the pond April 23.  Please RSVP Bruce Rollans who is keeping a list of 
names of those members planning to take part in this outing.  Call Bruce at 209 274 0448 or email him at baetis@jps.net. 
 
Travel through Plymouth, Shenandoah Valley to River Pines. Upon crossing the Consumes River East of River Pines on 
Mt. Aukum Rd., go to Mt. Omo Ranch Rd. and turn right. Travel 1/2 mile to Dorado Canyon Rd. and turn left. Park on 
the left side of this road at your first opportunity. Pond is on the right and accessed on a dirt path across from Ken's home.  
This is a private pond with people living right on the shore.  Please do not arrive before 8 am 
 
Since this is a multi-month newsletter here is ALL  the current information on the May 21-22 weekend at Pyramid Lake.   
 
We will be assembling on the northwest shoreline of the lake and fishing for Lahontan Cutthroat hybrid from 16 to 23 
inches. 
 
The suggested gear is: 5/6 wt. rods with WF5/6F lines, 7/8’ leaders and 3X tippets.  You can fish from a float tube or 
pontoon boat.  An anchor is helpful, and plan to use a landing net. 
 
Flies:  Small Clouser minnows, # 6-10, white and chartreuse with x-small barbell eyes.  A good option is to use Cabala’s 
jig head hooks size 1/64 oz. or 1/32 oz. tied with yellow, black or white marabou.  Make all your flies no longer than 2 
inches 
 
The fishing Technique for summer fishing at Pyramid is to kick out from shore until you can barely see the bottom then 
begin casting back toward shore.  Let your fly sink a few seconds then begin slow, short strips.  Vary your striping 
technique until you find what works for you.  These fish move in pods along the shallow shoreline looking for baitfish.  
You can see the baitfish.  When you do, make sure to cast into the bait. 
 
Directions:  Depart Sparks, Nevada on Pyramid Highway (445) approximately one hour drive to the entrance to the 
Pyramid Lake Piute Indian Reservation.  Once you cross the cattle guard entrance look for the Pyramid Lake Store on 



your left.  The store address is 29555 Pyramid Lake Road, Sutcliff.  The number is 775 476-0555.  The store is open from 
6 a.m. to 6 p.m. 
 
Rates:  You need a daily fishing license issued by the Piute tribe.  The fee is $8 per day.  If you want to launch a 
powerboat the charge is $8 per day.  If you want to camp overnight (all unimproved) the fee is $10 per day.  All fees can 
be paid at the Pyramid Lake Store. 
 
Outing leader Bruce and Sallye will meet everyone at the Pyramid Lake store on Saturday.  They want everyone to be 
there early enough to get your permits to fish, camp, etc. and still head out caravan style no later than 7:15 am to the 
fishing site.  If you are not using 4-wheel drive, be sure not to venture far (more than 4 feet) from the obvious roadbed.  
The shoreline is made up of an old seabed and can be very hard to get out of without 4 wheel drive.  Bruce and Sallye will 
also be at the store Sunday morning for anyone who does not plan to show up Saturday.  Please let them know in advance 
(Saturday or Sunday) so they are not waiting for someone who is not going to show.  Bring our own food and beverages.  
There are several Am/Pm markets about 20 minutes out of Sparks where you can get sandwiches, beverages and snacks.  
The Pyramid Lake Store also has these items. 
 
If you plan to stay in town overnight,  they suggest The Quality Inn & Suites at 1885 S. Virginia, Reno (775 329-1001) or 
The Silver Club Hotel & Casino at 1040 Victorian avenue, Sparks (775 358-4771). 
 
If you plan to take part in this outing you need to contact Bruce or Sallye Rollans no later than May 17, 2005.

Our speaker was Terry Strange, Coordinator of the 
Upper Mokelumne River Watershed Council.  Member 
Frank Cunha represents AFF on the council and is a 
member of the Council’s Executive Board. 
 
Terry informed AFF that he is an “avid fly fisherman” 
and has fly fished waters all over Northern California, 
as well as Montana New Zealand, India and Germany.  
Terry became a member of AFF at this meeting. 
 
Terry also has a ranch with about ¾ of a mile of private 
trout water on the South Fork of the Mokelumne and 
conducts a pay-to-fish operation from generally May 1st 
(or sooner if flows cooperate) until July 1st.  You can 

visit his site at www.strangeranch.com.  In the picture above Terry indicates the extent of the watershed During his very 
informative, comprehensive, and enjoyable presentation that covered a description of the watershed, the structure of the 
committee and most importantly the goals of the council to improve recreation (fly fishing) and conservation efforts in the 
watershed and through education and consensus building to greatly expand the knowledge and interest in this area. The 
different colors on the map show the five specific watershed zones that make up the Upper Mokelumne Watershed.   
 
Along the line of education and information dissemination UMRWC will have be hosting a Watershed Awareness festival 
on Saturday May 28 at West Point elementary School and invited AFF to consider participating.  They plan to have fly 
tying, casting, a fishing pond, and of course information on conservation , aquatic life etc.  
 
 
The March meeting was a group discussion on bass fishing and although there really isn’t anything of form to report it 
was a freewheeling and very enjoyable exchange of information and ideas surrounded by some very entertaining fishing 
reports and stories.  The discussion was preceded by a fly tying demonstration by Rich Owings.  One of the flies he was 
tying was a yellow top brown bottom foam bodied floater (see picture) that he planned to try at Greenstone Pond the 
following Saturday.  I expressed an interest in the fly and he gave me one.  I tried it at 
Greenstone in the afternoon when action was slow.  I quickly caught a quite large sunfish.  
Again, almost as quickly, I caught a bit smaller sunfish.  I then caught a quite small sunfish 
and then landed the smallest bass I have ever caught, a slim torpedo about six inches long.  I 
then latched on to two sunfish in quick succession that couldn’t have been over three inches 
in length.  The activity was constant, but I took off the fly before the fish got too small to 
grasp to release.
