The creek is accesfibm a
logging road east of West Point. From the bridge, we tdalaglto work pocket water and pools upstream for about 2.5
miles, also stopping to view the last of the wildflowansl the aquatic insect life in the flat water stretciés waded

"wet" through sometime difficult stretches of boulder®edrock, but the day was warm and most casts made from a
shoreline vantage point. The stream is loaded with 4-8"nailtbows that were very willing as long as they didn'tusee
first. A mixture of aquatic and terrestrial insects(#nd gray caddis adults, little yellow stonefly aduits)se flies, large
ants, and a few grass hoppers) were active and brasghofthe surface through most of the day. We had ssatigh

#14 parachute Adams and dark brown ants and #16 yellowatongyellow stonefly), but I'm sure other flies would
work as well. If you go, wear wading shoes with good fekjeasupport and soles to protect your feet; a couple of
ibuprofen at the beginning and end of the day might also help.
