Eddie covered pretty much everything anyone ever wanted to know about 
rod composition and construction for an hour and ten minutes.  He then remained to answer questions from the 
members during and after the raffle for another 40 minutes.

June Board Meeting: Bruce also reports there was 
an impromptu Board meeting following the 
General Membership meeting in July because most 
of the board members were going to be out of town 
on the regular meeting day.  No major decisions 
were made. Bruce reported that the fly tying tools 
and the club patches had been ordered.  No 
information on when stuff will arrive. 
  
July Meeting:  At the start of the fly tying class the 
outside temperature was 102 in the shade, and it 
wasn’t much cooler in room S-7.  However, a 
hardy group of tiers were there to learn how to tie 
the Patriot Fly.  This is a Royal Wulff with blue 
replacing the chartreuse. Because of the heat and 
the arrival of Jeff Putnam , this class turned out to be primarily a demonstration by Bill, with note taking by the 
class.

“casting on the lawn” into an impromptu 
lesson session.  L-R: Pete Bunting, Peter, 
(welcome back Peter, we missed you), 
Harmon, and Rich enjoy some individual 
instruction from Jeff.  Reluctant to go back 
into the hot classroom, we strung the casting 
out until almost 7:30. 
 
 

 



 

The business meeting was happily quite short.  It was made much more tolerable thanks to the Rollans who 
provided cold drinks. 
 
Bruce reported the treasury stands at $1640.39.  This reflects the $198 cost of the 100 club patches, but not the 
three fly tying sets ($150-$175). 
 
NCCFFF:  Joe Bania emphasized the current conservation concerns and involvement of the Federation.  These 
include the repeated fish kills on the Calaveras below Stockton.  PG&E flow rate studies on the Pit River.  Input to 
Senator Boxer’s Wilderness and Wild River Bill.  The successful acquisition of the Mill Creek watershed on the 
Smith River by Wildlife Conservation Board.  The fight to minimize the juvenile fish kill by the pumps of the 
Central Valley Water Project.  The current court fight over water allocation that could seriously impact salmon and 
steelhead.  NCCFFF is also involved in supporting the Senator Feinstein approach to funding for the CAL FED Bay 
Delta Program.  If you would like more detail on any of this you can go to the NCCFFF web site at or ask Joe or 
your editor.   
 
Jeff Putnam is a FFF certified fly casting instructor who teaches fly casting, spey casting and fishing methods.  Jeff 
travels throughout the western states teaching and presenting seminars.  He also is affiliated with Kiene’s.  You can 
contact Jeff at Fly Fishing ProStaff Seminars 916-502-2037 or by email at iflyfishtwo@yahoo.com.   
 
During the almost three hours that Jeff spent with us we were treated to a casting clinic of top-notch quality.  We 
want to thank Jeff for taking time from his busy schedule to be with us.   
 
The basic precept in Jeff’s approach to fly casting instruction, especially to a club such as ours, is to establish the 
basic principles of casting.  He stated his teaching approach has evolved over the past 20 years, a classic approach 
which is very efficient, has little motion, and requires less energy.  A technique that lets the rod work for the angler.  
This basic approach is specifically to throw a single fly, not multiples or with weight attached. 
 
During the initial classroom session Jeff diagrammed the correct 
basic casting stroke.  It is a straight line movement of the rod tip 
between 10:00 and 1:00 and back, angled downward from back to 
front.  Longer casts have shallower angles.  This is called the casting 
plane.  It is actually a line but I guess plane sounds better.  The main 
point is that the rod tip is not to describe an arc during the casting 
stroke.   

 
  
 
 
In moving the tip in a straight line there is much less elbow rotation 
that when moving in an arc but there is significant elbow lift.  The 
trick is to do it without raising the shoulder. 
   
 
 

 
 
 
The loop should be vertical, top over bottom.  
Don’t drop to sidearm at this stage of your 
casting education.  The bottom is flat.  If the 
bottom of the loop is arced the loop will 
open and there is a loss of efficiency.   
 
 
 



 

After the classroom instruction  we move outside, where the air had thankfully started to cool, for actual examples 
of the techniques that Jeff had been discussing.   
 

 
 
 
 

The casting stroke is made up of “areas of power” and “areas 
of acceleration”.   You need a smooth acceleration into the 
power stoke.  The acceleration is the same on the back cast 
as on the forward cast.  You increase the power with a short 
wrist snap at the end of the back and forward cast. 
 
You finish the back cast high at 1:00 and load the rod.  Finish 
the forward cast at 10:00, the rod unloads. 
 
Practice by doing one hand casts of 20-30 feet.  Don’t let any 
line out.  Watch the loop form on the back cast and start the 
forward cast when you see the tip load.  The next step is not 
to look but rather feel the pull as the rod loads.  You develop 
an intuitive sense of timing for starting the forward cast.   
 

 
 
 
 
Jeff pointed out that one major failing in casting is powering 
through the plane of the cast with a strong horizontal push  
that ends up bringing the tip much too low.  The result is a 
tailing loop. As he demonstrated this cast I realized that his 
tailing loop cast with the splashy plop of the fly was what I 
would consider one of my good casts.  My casting really 
needs work. 
 
 
 



 

On a more advanced note, Jeff emphasized that hauls are very important to learn and use.  They flex much more of 
the rod, not just the tip.  The double haul reduces the size of the casting stroke and makes it much more efficient.   
 
Jeff also got into roll casts, which he highly recommends as a method of eliminating numerous false casts and 
provides the means to get a fly to a fish much more quickly.  His demonstration was quite impressive and I am sure 
got a number of us thinking about checking with Jeff about a lesson. 
 
As we have come to expect from him, Jeff Putnam provided AFF with a great casting clinic.  He was generous with 
his time and knowledge and we certainly want to thank him for spending the evening with us.  
 
Last Board Meeting:  The group was small (two).  Just “The Pres” and your editor.   Had a nice evening of 
conversation.  Obviously couldn’t do any business.  One item that we discussed, that will be presented to the Board 
and the membership at large, is the possibility of finding a meeting area where there is adjacent open space for 
casting and rest room facilities accessible every month of the year.  We have seen a reduction in accessibility to 
both over the last few years at the high school.  If you have any meeting location suggestions please pass on your 
thoughts to a Board member, or better yet, sit in on a Board meeting and air your thoughts on any and all AFF 
matters.

NORTH FOR PIKE

After reading about Northern Pike in the winter, 2000 issue of “Northwest Fly Fishing”, we were hooked.  We got a 
copy of “Pike on the Fly” and shopped for a destination.  Sallye and I settled on the Canadian Province of 
Saskatchewan as it seemed a good compromise between the more distant Provinces of Northwest Territories and 
Manitoba. 
 
There are in excess of 165 lodges and outpost camps in this Province.  With a lot of literature from the Provincial 
Tourist Bureau, we settled on Reindeer Lake Trout Camp, operated by Ron and Cherri Holmes who winter in rural 
Nebraska.  This is one of four lodges on the Lake in the Northeast portion of the Province about 1200 miles above 
the border.  This lake is never crowded given it is 230 miles long and 80 miles wide.  Only twice in six days did we 
see, at some distance, a boat from another lodge. 
 
Before departure, I talked to Ron Holmes who advised layered clothing due to the very unusual weather 
(temperatures to 85 F).  Next time we plan to also take a lot of insulated, rain resistant clothing.  We had but two 
days of sunshine over six days of fishing.  Our last day involved a 50-minute boat trip in the morning and three 
hours of horizontal rain and four-foot swells to get back to the lodge. 
 
We did get into a lot of Northern Pike, averaging 20 fish to the boat each day on the fly and another 10 while 
trolling for Lake Trout.  Unfortunately, the cold weather dropped the water temperature so much the stories of 48” 
logs laying side by side in the warm shallow bays were just that, stories.  Most of the big fish moved out into the 
deeper water the first day we fished. 
 



 

We did land big fish on the fly.  The first day I boated a 41” Northern Pike and Sallye did likewise with a 37” fish.  
We also caught many fish 36” long.  Most were 25”.  The very same fly, a Black Bunny Leach, caught them all, 
including some 12” fish. 
 
Leaders for Northern Pike are pretty simple.  Four feet of 20 lb. Mono loop to loop with a shock tippet of 15-30 lb. 
Tyger Wire.  After three Northern Pike this shock tippet looks like the according cord on your telephone.  The fly is 
tied on using a non-slip loop. 
 
Later in the week we also trolled for Lake Trout (these are really Char).  They should have been 40 feet deep, but, 
due to the weather, we caught them to eight lbs. In 12 feet of water.  One day we took a 15 minutes float-plane trip 
to a small lake nearby to jig for Walleye (excellent tasting fish).  In 5 hours we caught about 150 fish to 5 lbs. 
 
Every fishing day included a shore lunch prepared over a drift wood fire by the Cree Indian guide.  Every day 
included fish caught 30 minutes earlier, baked beans, fried potatoes and onions, bread and canned peaches.  Pike is 
every bit as good as Walleye and much better than Lake Trout.  By the sixth day Sallye and I were longing for a 
bologna sandwich. 
 
Northern Pike is definitely a fish we plan to target again.  Warmer weather should afford shallow water sight 
fishing for fish up to four feet long. 

 
MISSOURI RIVER FLOAT FISHING

On June 19, 20 and 21 two friends and I had three great days 
of fishing on the Missouri River below Holter dam. This was a 
self-guided trip in a drift boat rented from the Missouri River 
Trout Shop in Craig, MT. The rental price was $100/day and 
included shuttles.  Editor’s note….Don’s two fishing buddies 
are both professional guides… How good can you get it? 
 
Although it is a big river, the float is very easy. In fact, there 
were many people fishing from pontoon boats and one person 
fishing from a float tube. While much of the fishing was done 
while floating, there were many places to stop and wade. The 
wading was easy, with little or no need for a wading staff. 

 
We timed our trip to take advantage of expected hatches, but an unusually late spring (it snowed the week before 
we got there) caused us to be too late for the BWO’s and too early for the PMD’s. As a result we caught most of 
our fish on nymphs. The most productive fly was a San Juan worm with a gold bead. A local fly, a small pink and 
white scud imitation named the “Ray Charles”, was also effective. When we asked why it was called that, we were 
told, “Because even a blind man can catch fish with it”.  
 
High, muddy water entering the Missouri from the Dearborn River limited the fishable portion of the river, but 
fishing pressure wasn’t bad by California standards. We fished the first two days in the 7.9- mile section from the 
dam to Craig and the last day on a 3.8- mile section from Craig to the Spite Hill access. Each day we found lots of 
fish and enough room to wade after them when we wanted to. With one exception all fish were from 14” to 19” 
with most being rainbows. We only caught two browns. 
 
This was a very enjoyable trip that I highly recommend. It’s a long way up there, (about 1100 miles), but the 
fishing is worth it, especially if you spend some extra time in Montana fishing the Big Hole, Rock Creek, and 
Warm Springs Creek as we did. But that’s another story – ask me about it.

MOOSEHEAD IS MORE THAN A BEER

The trip to Moosehead Lake Lodge started out on Friday July 12 with a flight from Sacramento to Vancouver.  An 
overnight in Vancouver and then a wonderfully scenic fight in a 32-passenger prop shuttle called the “Bandit”, to 
Anahim Lake.  A five-mile drive to Nimpo Lake and then a 30-minute flight in a Cessna floatplane to Moosehead 
Lake and Moosehead Lake Lodge.  Moosehead Lake is in the middle of the area known as the Chilcotin.  Flying 
from Vancouver to Anahim Lake we enjoyed the view of snow capped peaks, hanging glaciers, and deep canyons 
where snow gave way to narrow waterfalls, green forests and what seemed to be miniature valleys and rivers. 
Flying from Nimpo Lake into Moosehead Lake the terrain changed to barren mountain tops devoid of pine forest.  
The pilot, Duncan Stewart of Tweedsmuir Air Travel, called our attention to a number of mountain sheep as we 
approached Moosehead Lake. 
  
At Moosehead Lake Lodge Ron and I were pampered as if we were royalty. Except for a four-man party, that was 
only there the last evening of our stay, we had the whole lodge to ourselves. Three employees were there to see to 
our every need. Our cabin could sleep six comfortably.  Heat was by firewood and on the third night, upon request, 
the fireplace was ablaze when we returned from our flyout.  The cabin was stocked with a fly tying kit, fly tying 
material, snacks, Budwiser and, naturally, "Moosehead" Beer, Canadian Lagers, wine, and hard liquor.  There was  
flyfishing reading material, satellite TV and access to flyfishing videos.  There was an outdoor heated hot tub that 
you had to share with the mosquitoes! 
  
The fishing on Saturday, our arrival day, started out slow.  Mind you, any expectation of LARGE fish was not on 
the MENU. Mark, the resident guide, took us out on the lake and showed us how to troll flies. He hooked a couple 
of 12" rainbows using a muddler minnow.  Using that fly, Ron and I landed a couple and lost a couple more.  
However, The long flight, lack of sleep and an early dinner got us off the water early that Saturday evening. 
  
Sunday we awoke to the buzzing of size 10 mosquitoes flying around our cheesecloth protected beds.  That 
morning our guide Mark, shotgun in had, took us on a 45-minute wilderness trek to Trophy Lake. Mindful of the 
presence of moose, timber wolves, and black and grizzly bear, he was not about to let us go by ourselves. Waiting 
for us in a locked up wooden box were two float tubes and fins.  Mark provided directions to where they had caught 
fish in the past and we were off on our own. Ron and I didn't have a bite until after lunch when we had started back 
towards our entry point. Ron hooked up first, a 14 incher on a Muddler Minnow.  I was getting frustrated, but then I 
got two, both clones of Ron's fish.  Ron asked what I might be doing different and I told him I had tried Doug 
Ouillettes "staccato" retrieve.  Before heading back I picked up a couple more "clones."  That evening we tried 
fishing on the lake with the same result as the first evening.  Mark told us that it must be overcast with a glassy 
calm lake for good dry fly fishing.  That evening we made arrangements to fly out to a remote lake where we were 
promised "good" dry fly fishing.  
  
The float plane arrived about 9:30 a.m. and in less than a half hour we were at the river outlet of a lake inside 
Tweedsmuir Provincial Park that wasn’t the one we thought we were going to.  It seems somebody got the wrong 
instructions.  BUT, the dry fly fishing was EXCELLENT!  With Blue Duns, Mahoganys, and some other very 
small (18-20) mayflies coming off the river, we fished our Elk Hair Caddis and Stimulators in sizes 10-14. Didn't 
seem to make any difference. We caught fish between 8-16". Not on every cast, but each seam always seemed to 
keep our interest with continue activity. After lunch Ron and I fished the mouth of the river and got into another 
good hatch. At first there was no surface activity but about 15 minutes into the hatch, the dry fly fishing broke 
loose!  Almost every cast resulted in a 14" inch rainbow. The only thing that could have stopped this "fishing high" 
DID happen. At 4 p.m. the floatplane arrived and Ron pulled himself and his fly rod out of the water and started 
walking towards the floatplane. I kept on fishing, not willing to miss this rare opportunity. It's then that I heard the 
pilot say rather loudly, in order to be heard over the river mouth noise, " when the plane arrives, the poles come out 
of the water."  Disappointed, after a couple of more casts, I headed for the plane and the return trip.  Upon our 
return I learned was that it was ETIQUETTE to pull the poles out of the water when the plane arrives! Enough said, 
it was a learning experience. 
  
That evening Moose Lake was just as Mark had prescribed for dry fly fishing, overcast and calm. We asked for a 
late dinner and headed out a boat to find a mayfly hatch.  Ron got on them first, using a #8 Royal Wulff that both he 



 

and I had picked up in Montana three years ago.  We sat there watching fish making swirls with their dorsal fin and 
tail as they slurped mayflies off the top of the water.  Also around us were rainbows chasing emergers and leaping 
from 1 to 5 feet in the air.  For what seemed like minutes we waited to see if they would take the Royal Wulff or 
my Stimulator.  Whop" and a big splash as the big Royal Wulff went under followed by" wreeeeeeee as the reel 
screamed and Ron was on a 14" inch rainbow.   Later I changed to the Royal Wulff and also got into some of the 
"fine" dry fly lake fishing. The largest rainbows we caught that night were 18". We caught some, missed some, and 
lost some, and it was "damn" exciting. This was truly our best day and what we had believed British Columbia was 
all about.   
  
The next morning we tried dry fly fishing with very little luck.  Ron and I switched to trolling flies and the old 
reliable Muddler Minnow.  That didn’t work for me so I changed to a Bead Headed Dark Olive Green Wooly 
Bugger. Darn if I didn't hook up four only to have three break me off on the dropper (BH). I think my 5X line was 
too old.  
 
Too soon it was time to break down our lines, pack our gear and have brunch. A great meal as always, eggs 
Benedict, fruit, juices, etc.  Then it was goodbye to our cordial hosts, picture taking, hand shaking and promises that 
someday we would return.
