Our first day out was not good. The fish were extrerspboky. Water clarity made it hard to sight fish and neeee tailing
in very shallow water. In short, a no fish day. Fkreond day was better with about a dozen Redfish, batweze long time
spans between fish.

The third day was great. We started out casting a Madigrariva, one of the colorful flies Rich makes, for Speclded
Trout. We caught some, all in the 1-2 Ib size. Wantmoved to Redfish country and had a hard time keepingdadffehe
flies/spoons. In the afternoon | landed and releaséelssdhan 15 Redfish with several over 8 Ibs. and two ®@Ues. | was
using both 6 wt. and 8 wt. rods. The 6 wt. was a Stx Ottva and the 8 wt. was a Scott SES. Both performedtgl did have
one Redfish to the boat on the 6 wt. that the guidemeldwent 13 Ibs., but he ran into the reeds. | couldumothim and the
fish was lost (some suggest early release). The onlpelowas for Sallye who performed as official photogexpWhile she
wore netting over head and put on insecticide called tligaice, the saltwater fleas still bit.

We are hooked on this shallow water fishing from tsftiat and recommend it to everyone. The air fareddrip to New
