Tanner, my 13 year old grandson and | both used Jay Hangreystems that consisted of a 15 foot 3X leader |l
core and another 100 feet of running line and some 50-100 featkdndpa Tanner fished at about 8-10 feet deep while |
fished the set up at about 16-20 feet. Flies were size @ie rown, olive, or pearl white colors. The 40 hp Mercury
engine trolls really well at about 2 mph.
