Fly Fishing for Shad on the American Riverby Alan Bernard

Rods: An 8'6" to 9'6" rod for #6 through #9 weight line witbdinm to faster action would be the range of rods to k& use
under varying water conditions. A rod with a powerful buttise is helpful in fighting heavier fish in a fast curtremd

is also helpful in getting a sinking line and weighted fly og aut of the water. Longer, more powerful rods are also best
for casting in deeper wading conditions usually associatddsivad fishing.

Reels: A medium to large single action reel with adjustdbhg and palming rim. Larger diameter reels fijeaperly

will give you a faster line retrieve rate which when fighns straight at you. Lines Reels should contain a minirfim
100yds. of 20-30Ib. braided Dacron backing. Using a uni-knot or blood-&ttath 100' of 20lb. Amnesia monofilament,
or Dai-Riki slimeline running line. A clinch knot should bged to attach the running line to the loop end of your 30'
shooting taper. This system is designed for longer castinggaivbers and allows you to change quickly to various sink
rates. This is important as the flow and depth can gegatly. As a general rule use one size larger shootingtheadhe
marked size of your rod. Start with a #2 and a #4 sinkaradeadd others when you think you need them. With the same
brand and the same sink rate, a larger line size wilIfaster than a smaller one. In low water conditions youbea
successful with a 10'-20' sink-tip floating line.

Flies: Shad flies range in size from #2 through #10 dependingsitility. With bright sunlight and low clear water, shad
can become very spooky and will take only small fiesa@toudy day in deep water with low visibility, or low ligh

the morning or evening, large, heavily weighted flies areeéo get the fish's attention. Some of the best colers ar
chartreuse, orange, yellow, white, and red. These calenssaally put on silver hooks with silver, gold or pearl tg1se
Lead wire, lead eyes or bead chain eyes will help totbiede flies to the fish.

Wading: Chest high waders are needed for the spring waterioosdiNeoprene waders are the safest and will also keep
you warmer. Wading boots with felt soles and studs ammme®ended. A wading staff is a nice option in the high flows of
spring. Also, some new flotation devices have come outtkeanflated with a CO2 cartridge and will hold you up in the
unfortunate experience of falling in.

Season: April through August is the extreme duration of thefrghad from the ocean to their spawning grounds. The
timing and duration of the run is closely related to spawk and run-off. Shad free spawn in the surface afitke

They search for the perfect water temperature andifidiveir particular drainage. These variables will datee when

and where they spawn. Shad can often be found swimmindheeaurface in the morning and evening because the light
levels are lower and they are less visible to predaftiis.makes it easier to get a fly to them. In the midttiay are
usually hunkered down and concentrated in the deepestf gartio. At this time you can hook a good number of fish i
you are able to find the slot and get the fly down to them.

Leaders: 4' to 6' leaders are a good length for fastengifikies in deep water situations. Longer leaders carsée in low, clear

water conditions. Tippet diameters can range from Ox wepending on depth and fly size.

wind at your back, you never got back, no matter how hardigked! You either fished the same water all the time or
drifted towards the eastern shore to fish new waldrs.downside was that you would invariably reach the easkere

in about 15 minutes if you continued to be pushed by the wingss only in the water a few minutes when | had nst fir
hook up and long release. Between that fish and sunizé dnother 6 hookups and landed 5 brookies ranging between
12 and 15 inches. No footballs. Larry Fankhouser, Dave's lamadled three brookies, one a 16 inch "football" and the
third member of our party landed one brookie. The winds,umto 50 mph drove us off the lake by 9:30 a.m. | tried
wading and fishing from shore but the cross wind and head matk casting difficult. Plus, it was just miserable being
out in the cold wind at 7000 feet elevation. We decided to teak the poles and walk out about 10:30 a.m. The trip
out was much faster with a trailing wind.

the three to five pound range. We saw a lot of wateist@ind several “gators” close up. | also caught twepsiteead up

to four pounds which was only the second time Captain Laladiguided a client to more than one sheepshead per trip.
These are not the Pacific Ocean sheepshead. The Gyithbkad get their name from jaws and teeth that look like
sheep.

Our next trip was with Captain Gregg Arnold ( these guide® lthat title because of their Coast Guard Licende.
near 18 foot flat boat was driven by a 150 horse outboatdtivered a lot of water very quickly. Again, we fighe
skinny water, as shallow as six inches, for redfish.s Was a pleasant day, catching 15 up to eight pounds. iilCapta
Arnold also took us into a bayou with big “gators”.

The final guided trip was with Captain Rich Waldnegot to addressing him as “Captain Colonel” because Righ is
retired Marine Corps Colonel who flew Phantoms in Vietndich was the eternal optimist, anticipating a fisbwery
cast. While his optimism proved to be a bit grandiosediddring a dozen or more redfish to the small Dolplzits f
boat and had two very large black drum chase the fly.

The rest of our trip involved plantations, the Garden Ristiine French Quarter, a world class aquarium, the pytma
oldest cemetery in New Orleans, jazz, blues and lageofl food. Where else can you get just picked Gulf oysters for
$3.95 per half dozen (always eight)? Finally, if for timeo reason, go to New Orleans for the National D-Mageum.
We spent six hours there without seeing the entire exhifs plan to go back, for the museum and the fish.
