FISH OUTING, MARCH 15, 2004 AT RANCHO SECO

Where:Rancho Seco Lakeon Highway 104, 1-2 miles east of Clay Station Road
When:Monday, March 15, 2004(rain or shine)

This beautiful, clear 160-acre lake has a lot to offeis one of the gems of the Sierra foothills.

Where can you catch rainbow trout (up to 10 pounds), largénhass (up to 16 pounds), black crappie (dinner plate
size), bluegill, red ear sunfish, and catfish all ingaee day? It is a real possibility at this lake. liM®bait is allowed,
only plastic worms or crayfish—but we use only flies hdmey't we?

Since this is a put-and-take fishery you can keep sevetdlfor the frying pan or let them be caught again, wsry
choice. Boats with gas motors are not permitted, leatrec motors are OK. Cool weather is the norm durimgttme of
the year so dress warmly and be prepared for rairhaisdre to bring a windbreaker because it is frequentlyyoneez

the afternoon. Water surface temperatures are usudlie inigh 40’s to low 50’s with a few hatches coming off in the
late morning or early afternoon. Midges are readily alséal and abundant throughout the lake. Getting a fish to come
up to the surface for a bi-visible (midge imitation) coudddoiite challenging. | prefer to go dredging for larfggr and

will use an intermediate or type Il sinking tip/line. Fteeseven weight rods, 8-10 feet will do nicely at thieel

However, if you hook a monster bass you'll probably wish you haglght or nine weight rod. The record largemouth
bass caught at this location is over 16 pounds. I've caughtas@véne 12-14 pound range but have had several unique
experiences on this lake with the larger fish; more médion at the next meeting concerning my encounters.

The water here is quite clear so fishing with fluamon tippet is recommended. You should start with 4X oafkgo

up in strength if you get broken off. Various size bead healdeglwoolly buggers with lots of sparkle (#14 to #6) has
been the most consistent fly for me. Both purple and Wagkers with sparkle are also good. Crayfish abound in the
back of the lake so don't rule out leeches, matukas, chegfid small minnow patterns. Prince nymphs, AP, CDC, and
scuds have caught fish here. Change if you are not gettyngfraces, try a variety of patterns; many unusual ikesk at
this lake. Experiment by selecting about a dozen diffgratierns to start your fishing experience. See whatsaamd

what won’t; do not be afraid to change to a differ&nt Dne thing to remember, catching fish is a challengeisilake -

- be patient and strip very slowly; take your time and obsghat is happening around you; hone your casting skills and
always keep your hooks sharp for successful hook-ups.

Safety should be your first concern while on or in theewaWear the proper clothing and fish with a buddy. Caltew
can sap your strength and leave you in a precarious siugiihave somebody nearby to help if it is needed. If you get
chilled, it is time to get out and get some warm sougairt your body. Don’t be afraid to start your truck amd bn

the heater to get warm. Ticks can be a problem heyeuifyo hiking, check your clothing and keep you pant legs tucked
into your boots.
