President’s Message 
Hi everyone, this last week Bill Heger and I have fished New Hogan Res. 4 times 
from late afternoon to dark. We have been chasing the Stripers as they boil on the 
surface chasing the Shad baitfish. The boils have been from a couple  
minutes to boils lasting 15 to 20 minutes. What a spectacular sight to see, 30, 50,100 
or more Stripers pushing bait to the surface or to banks in a feeding frenzy. Hard on a 
fly? not too bad really!  We have been casting an intermediate and, better yet, a 
floating line with a small clouser, poppers, all white beadhead woolly bugger or a 
Puglisi baitfish pattern, all around 1 to 1 1/2 inches in length. Colors, gray over white 
or chartreuse over white have worked for me.  Two to Six fish average per night in 
just about two hours time, with the last 45 minutes, the hottest time. It should only get 
better as the surface temps drop on the lake. Hope you can get out and experience a 
truly wonderful fishery. Remember the NCCFFF conclave is coming up Oct. 14 and 
15 in Redding.

NC2F3:   Before his report Joe made a special presentation to James Yep.  Calling Joe a “square trailed catcher”  Joe 
ionformed us that James had caught a 21 ½ inch 4 ½ pound brook trout on a small five acre lake.  Very impressive, James 
is having a wood carving make of the fish based on pictures of this impressive “brookie”.  When asked, James chose not 
to reveal where this choice piece of water is located.  Congratulations James, great fish.  It was clear if he caught it using 
one of his Yepahoo bamboo rods. 
 
In this month’s pitch on the upcoming conclave in Redding Joe Bania emphasized the personal contacts that can be a 
made at the meeting.  You can get advice and help in any number of areas.  Casting is a good example.  Plenty of 
opportunity to practice and get advice.  Joe emphasized the approachability 
of all the experts who will be at the meeting. 
 
An impromptu fishing report from Pete Bunting informewd us that on a 
recent camping trip to Silver Lake Pet had gone after trout with some “large 
flies to catch large fish” that he got from Joe Bania.  Howsever, he was sad 
to report that the flies only caught “little “fish.   
 
Program:  George Cecchetti made it to Argonaut High School on the second 
try and it was definitely worth waiting for.  After a short report on fishing 
conditions…..the West Walker and East Carson are good in the morning 
and evening.  Caples Creek is on and off depending on the flows (check the 
internet to or call to find out flows)…..George pulled out the smallest set of 
notes our editor has ever seen (see the blue scrap of paper between his 
fingers in the picture at right) and proceeded to give us his choices for the 
equipment with the most “bang for the buck”. 
 
The new equipment year runs from September to September, that is why 
you find all those late summer sales.   
 
He was remarkably candid, often recommending equipment that he doesn’t sell at The Reel Fly Shop.  He doesn’t carry 
some equipment because the large quantity discounts to the big stores and chains, or the obligation to carry a broad 
spectrum of a makers catalog, prices him out of the market. 



 
The first topic was rods.  There are a lot of very good rods for less than $200.  Loomis makes a series of rods offshore 
called the Echo. You can get a four piece 9 foot 6-7-8 weight Echo(Loomis) for $150. 
 
Scott rods are “big time performers” and you can get a really good Scott for $300. 
 
Reddington had very good low-end rods, but this went away when the company was sold to Sage.  Jim Murphy, 
Reddington’s founder, then went back into the low-end rod business.  He newly designed series of rods, built off shore, 
are sold under the brand name Albright.  You can get a 6-7 weight for $195.  George recommends loading it with #8 line.  
 
Reels:  There are all kinds of reels for less than $200.  At the top isTeton reels.  Just remember to keep the screws tight.   
George thinks the lower priced Tioga’s quality is so good, why buy the Teton. 
 
For less that $$100 you can get the Okuma large arbor reel.  This is a Scientific Anglers knock-off.  Good reel, but 
probably not for steelhead and you better stay away from salt water. 
 
The Lamson lightspeed is a good reel for salt water, but costs a bit over $200.  The Tioga is also good in Saltwater. 
 
There are still Pfleuger reels are out there for less than $50.  As George says, “the Pfleuger reel has been around since 
ever.” 
 
One thing to always remember is “you must keep low end reels well oiled”. 
 
Waders:  George really didn’t recommend low cost breathable waders.  He feels that $200 is the cut-off line.  Patagonia is 
outstanding but he doesn’t sell them.  Simms is great.  If you can stand it, just buy two-ply none-breathables.  You can get 
these for as little as $20.   
 
For patching waders UV is real handy but Aquaseal is still the best. 
 
Lines:  Rio, Scientific Anglers and Courtland are the only real manufacturers of fly lines.  All other brands are made by 
these three companies to a set of specs.  For example Orvis is made by SA. 
 
Rio and SA are “big casters”.   Use them to get distance.  Courtland makes a high floater.  The 444 weighs 150% more 
than the others.  Don’t use it on a quick action rod.  He is high on the Rio steelhead taper line. But he recommends cutting 
four to six feet of the tapered end of this line and all other steelhead tapered lines, to improve turn-over. 
 
Use a straight line for stripers. 
 
Float tubes:  Creek company is a good buy.  You can get these from a “big box” store.  Outcast boats are very good, you 
sit quite high, but they are not cheap..  The very best on the market are Bucks Bug float tubes such as the bullet.  However 
they are quite expensive.  
 
Pontoon Boats:  There is a good selection of reasonably priced pontoon boats at Cabelas.  If you fish lakes you can get by 
with a cheaper boat.  There are a number in the $350 range.  If you plan to pontoon on a river you need a better boat.  
Something in the $700-$800 range.  Get an aluminum frame and a minimum 1200-denier pontoon wall material. 
 
If you are going on a river, definitely take a class in water safety. 
 
You must have a minimum 12 pound anchor for river use, and never use the anchor to slow you down. 
 
Vises:  Anvil makes a good vise for $90.  The Dyna-King Kingfisher is a very good $100 vice.  George has been quite 
happy with Thompson A for the last 20 years.  The Thompson A is currently about $70. 
 
Sunglasses:  Get good glasses that block UV (both A and B) and are polarized.  There are a number of glasses in the $50 
range.  Tint of choice is brown, copper or maybe amber.      
 



Vests and chest packs:  The trend is to chest packs.  George sells 10 packs for every vest.  The important thing is to be 
comfortable.  Get a unit that has a stress strap to take the pressure off the neck.  
 
Tools:  All you really need is a good nipper and forceps.  Sierra Stream and Mountain has an excellent nipper for about 
$8.  They have a slightly more expensive version that has a hook sharpener that is really the third essential tool you should  
carry.  Keep those hooks sharp.   
 
PFD:  If you are going to be running rivers you definitely need a full time class III vest. About $80.   
  
Every time George talks to AFF it is both an enjoyable and educational event.  Thanks George for another fine talk. 
 
Fishing reports: 
Bruce and Sallye Rollans just got back from Alaska.  Fished Alaska’s Excursion Inlet out of Juneau August 23 through 
August 27.  Because our flight from Sacramento was delayed over two hours, we missed the transport to the lodge via a 
two hour ferry ride so the lodge owner arranged for a 20 minute ride with a bush pilot which was pretty exciting in the 
rough air.  Fishing was for salmon and halibut.  We caught Silvers up to 14 lbs, Pinks and Chum.  Two halibut at 72 lbs 
and 37 lbs each.  Saw a lot of humpback whales at the entrance to Glacier Bay.  That part of Alaska is experiencing a 
drought so we did not get to use the fly fishing gear we hauled up there; the water at the river mouths was so low salmon 
were having a hard time getting into the rivers. 
 
Board Meeting:    
 
The Board laid out the program for the remainder of the year.  A September program was put together with several 
members demonstrating tying a few favorite flies, leaders and knots.  Glenn, Bill and Rich will by tying.  Members are 
welcome to bring their own tools or use club purchased tools if they want to practice tying these patterns.  Bruce and 
Sallye will demonstrate building the somewhat unique “twisted leader” which, depending how much and what weight 
material is used, can serve a variety of fishing needs.  Material will be provided for those who wish to practice building 
these leaders.   
 
October program is the membership sharing tall tails and/or photos, slides, etc. of fishing trips this year.  November 
program is Jack Parker, friend of Richard Hunt. 
 
December is the annual banquet, and we will again go without a program/speaker.  Bill is in the process of setting up a 
prospective menu.  Bill is also going to assist Jerry in conducting the raffle.  The search for raffle donations is starting.  
Rich will be coordinating with Dennis Larson.  Glenn Stilt and Bruce and Sallye Rollans will also be soliciting items.
